MONTHLY MEETING FEES TO INCREASE?





Wellington ARMA executive is proposing a members’ fund-raising project to finance the Chapter’s reference library and a “President’s Fund” to send the Chapter President to ARMA International conferences every other year. Trish O’Kane, whose term as President ends this year, will put the proposal to the Chapter at the next annual general meeting. 





The proposal was considered at the January meeting of the executive.  It was suggested that the chapter’s monthly lunch meetings were of considerably greater value than currently charged for and that members’ entrance fees could reasonably be increased by $5 to raise funds for the two worthwhile purposes.





Trish told For the Record: “As capital chapter for New Zealand, we should be able to send our President to the ARMA International at least every other year.  The advantage to the chapter would be considerable, gaining information from the presentations that would follow from the President and closer ties with the huge North 


American recordkeeping confederation. Regular attendance would also raise the Kiwi focus within the global community. “





Trish said that at the moment, lunch meeting charges, $5 a head for members and $10 for guests, covered food costs and raised an average $25-$30 a month that went into the general fund of the chapter.  The suggested extra $5 a head would be split between the Library and President’s fund and could be expected to raise up to $2,000 a year.  The executive considered widening the gap between attendance fees for members and non-members, but it was felt this could be counter productive. 





The proposal is one of a number of ideas being debated for a higher profile by the executive committee.  Other ideas, still in early stages of formulation, are the management of regular workshops and more aggressive marketing of chapter services and facilities.

MENTORING
