Players may enter as individuals or as a team of
three players from the same school.  Parents of children under 12 must
contact the DOP before they enter their child in the event.

Prize Fund: The prize fund will be contingent on entries. Cash prizes to Otago title-
holders (Open, Under 16, Under 13 champions).  There will also be special
prizes which will include the best girl and best school team.
